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The aim of the research was to develop two scales: motivational
d climate and level of shyness. The researcher used a descriptive
method with survey and correlational approaches. The main
sample consisted of 166 female students. The data were
statistically analyzed using mean, percentage, standard deviation,
and correlation coefficient. The researcher drew several
conclusions, the most important of which were related to the
scales of motivational climate of physical education teachers and
shyness among female students in schools.
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
